Section 172 (1) of the Pradeshiya Sabha Act No. 15 of 1987 and provisions of the National

In my opinion, except for the effects of the matters described in paragraph 1.6 of this report,
the accompanying financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of
the Pachchilaipalli Pradeshiya Sabha as at 31 December 2020, and of its financial
performance for the year then ended in accordance with Generally accepted Accounting
Principles.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

My opinion is qualified on the matters described in paragraph 1.6 of this report.

I conducted my audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards (SLAuSs). My
responsibilities, under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities
for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of my report. | believe that the audit
evidence | have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my qualified
opinion.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Financial
Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of financial statements that give a true and fair
view in accordance with Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards, and for such internal
control as management determine is necessary to enable the preparation of financial
statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Pradeshiya Sabha’s
financial reporting process.

As per Section 16(1) of the National Audit Act No. 19 of 2018, the Pradeshiya Sabha is
required to maintain proper books and records of all its income, expenditure, assets and
liabilities, to enable annual and periodic financial statements.
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Responsibility of the Auditor for the audit of Financial Statements

My objective is to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a
whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an
auditor’s report that includes my opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance,
but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing
Standards will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise
from fraud or error and are considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could
reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on the basis of
these financial statements.

As part of an audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards, | exercised professional
judgment and maintain professional scepticism throughout the audit.

o Whether the resources of the Pradeshiya Sabha had been procured and utilized
economically, efficiently and effectively within the time frames and in compliance with the
applicable laws
