In my opinion, the accompanying financial statements of the Company gives a true and fair
view of the financial position of the Company as at 31 March 2024, and of its financial
performance and its cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Sri Lanka
Accounting Standards.

Basis for Opinion

I conducted my audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards (SLAuSs). My
responsibilities, under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities
for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of my report. | believe that the audit
evidence | have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my opinion.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Financial
Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of financial statements that give a true and fair
view in accordance with Sri Lanka Accounting Standards, and for such internal control as
management determine is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are
free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Company’s
ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going
concern and using the going concern basis of accounting unless management either intends to
liquidate the Company or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Misstatements can arise
from fraud or error and are considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could
reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on the basis of
these financial statements.

directions issued by the governing body of the Company;

e Whether the Company has performed according to its powers, functions and duties; and

e Whether the resources of the Company had been procured and utilized economically,
efficiently and effectively within the time frames and in compliance with the applicable
laws.

Financial Review
Financial Result

The operating result of the year under review amounted to a profit before tax of
Rs.31,103,634 and the corresponding profit in the preceding year amounted to
Rs.56,196,435. Therefore, a deterioration amounting to Rs. 25,092,801 of the financial result
was observed. The reason for the deterioration is decrease in the other income amounting to
Rs. 56,059,377 despite the increase in the revenue amounting to Rs.33,052,931.

Finance income (15,390,719)  (23.15) The Company’s finance income was
generated from investments made in fixed
deposits and treasury bills. During the
financial year, a decline in interest rates in the
economy led to a 23.15% decrease in finance
income compared to the previous year.

Finance cost 10,223 12.13 During the financial year, the company
invested in treasury bills, and the costs related
to direct auction bidding were recorded under
finance costs. As a result, finance costs
increased compared to the previous year.
