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Special Audit carried out on Thirty Second (32) Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery, New
Airport and Dollar Fortune Lotteries conducted by the National Lotteries Board

The Cabinet of Ministers had granted approval on 02 October 1991 for operating a lottery
named “Foreign Exchange Motor Car Lottery” in the Katunayake International Airport
with the motive of promoting the Colombo International Airport as an attractive centre of
transit to travellers around the world and to increase the income earned from the Airport.
Accordingly, it had been proposed to conduct the said lottery by the National Lotteries
Board, which is the authorized institute in Sri Lanka for conducting lotteries and to

organize this lottery by the Airport and Aviation Services (Sri Lanka) Limited.

According to the aforesaid proposal, the provisions of conducting this lottery had been
declared by the Gazette Extraordinary dated 02 December 1992 of the Democratic
Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka and this lottery had been named “Colombo Airport
Super Draw Lottery” therein. In addition to the above lottery, the National Lotteries
Board had launched 02 other lotteries named Dollar Fortune and New Airport Lottery
which carry out transactions in foreign currency mainly targeting high end segment of
customers, Sri Lankans abroad and the customers visiting Sri Lanka from foreign

countries.

Even though the said lottery tickets had been issued with the intention of achieving the
aforesaid objectives, it had fallen into a situation in which the said objectives could not be
achieved specially in the thirty second (32) Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery and
in other draws as well. Further, the weaknesses such as failure in formulating and
notifying by Gazette of the rules relating to lottery draws, weak condition in implementing
Treasury Circulars and instructions, improper contributions to the Consolidated Fund and
relevant institutions, launch of the lottery, determining and maintaining the price without a
market research, weaknesses in supervision and decline in financial discipline and losses
of income from lotteries through conducting lotteries in a manner of losing the customer

trust were observed relating to all these lotteries. Therefore, the achievement of objectives
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3.1

intended by the Board in the methodology of conducting the said lottery draws had failed

and it was also apparent that the trust of the public towards the Board was lost. As such,
the lottery draws should be organized in a manner of gaining maximum benefit by paying
attention to the objectives of conducting lotteries. Further, action should be taken to
minimize the existing deficiencies through conducting of lotteries with transparency and
efficiency.

Background and Nature of the Report

Deviations from specific methodologies in lottery draws launched with the intention of
promoting the Colombo International Airport as an attractive centre of transit to travellers
around the world and to increase the income earned therefrom, were observed. Further,
public representations as well had been received thereon. This report was prepared
including details of a special audit carried out on the operation of the New Airport and

Dollar Fortune lotteries as well.

Conducting Colombo Airport Super Lottery Draw

It has been proposed to conduct this lottery by the National Lotteries Board, which is the
authorized institute in Sri Lanka for conducting lotteries and to organize this lottery by the
Airport and Aviation Services (Sri Lanka) Limited and approval had been granted to the
National Lotteries Board at the Cabinet Meeting held on 02 October 1991 to conduct the
Foreign Exchange Car Lottery by the name “Foreign Exchange Car Lottery” at the
Colombo International Airport, Katunayake. (Annexure 04) Accordingly, in terms of the
Gazette Extraordinary No.743/30 dated 02 December 1992, the provisions in conducting
this lottery had been declared. (Annexure 05) In terms of the aforesaid provisions, the first
draw had been conducted in the year 1993 and 32 draws had been conducted by 21
January 2018. It has been named “Colombo Airport Super Draw” at present. (Annexure
06)

Objectives of conducting the Lottery

The prime objective of launching this lottery is raising funds for maintaining the Colombo
International Airport as a more attractive international centre of transit for travellers. The
National Lotteries Board conducts this lottery on behalf of the Colombo Airport and
Aviation Services (Sri Lanka) Limited Katunayake, targeting high end segment of
customers, Sri Lankans abroad and the customers visiting Sri Lanka from foreign

countries.

Operation of Lottery Activities

It had been proposed by the Cabinet Paper presented on 19 September 1991 by the
Ministry of Finance that the basic organizing activities of this lottery at the beginning,
should have been carried out by the Civil Aviation Authority and the National Lotteries
Board should have carried out only the conducting of lotteries and that an internationally
renowned make of car should be awarded as the prize. (Annexure 07) At the beginning the
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value of a ticket amounted to 20 American Dollars (US$) and the number of printed
tickets stood at 3,000. Subsequently, that value had been increased up to 50 American
Dollars (US$) and the number of printed lottery tickets had been increased up to 6,000 and
it had operated up to the thirty first (31) draw and in terms of the approval obtained on 02
October 1991 for the Cabinet Memorandum of 19 September 1991, this lottery should
have been drawn at the Katunayake International Airport. (Annexure 07) In case of a local
winner, he should have been awarded a motor vehicle free of customs duty. Moreover, the
Board should have borne any tax pertaining to the said motor vehicle. In case of a foreign
winner, the motor vehicle should be transported up to the port closest to his permanent
residence and according to the law of that country, if any other fee is charged, it should be

borne by the winner.

7.3.4 Legal and Operative Background of the Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery

7.3.4.1 This lottery has been launched on the Cabinet approval as mentioned in 7.3.1 and rules
relating to sale of lottery tickets, computation of commission and the process of drawing
etc. relating to this lottery had been gazetted from time to time up to the thirty first (31)
draw. Moreover, the Gazette Extraordinary No.1795/37 dated 31 January 2013 had been
issued in that connection for the last time. (Annexure 08)

7.3.4.2 The then Chairman of the Board had informed the Secretary to the Ministry of Finance by
the letter dated 25 September 2014 of the profitability of this lottery and issues on being
further conducted. (Annexure 09). Accordingly, the Secretary to the Ministry of Finance
had informed by his Letter No. PE/LO/NLB/Gen/2014/TEMP of 01 November 2014, that
he is not against the discontinuation of this lottery. Moreover, it had also been informed by
that letter to prepare and present a Cabinet Paper mentioning the reasons for the

discontinuation of this lottery. (Annexure 10)
7.3.4.3 Further, the Ministry of Finance had given instructions on 16 July 2012 to join with the

Civil Aviation Services Authority to prepare a procedure in increasing sales and in

operating it in a profitable manner. (Annexure 11)
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7.3.4.4 A statement of profit and loss in accounting had been prepared and presented to the

Treasury by the National Lotteries Board during all 32 draws. (Annexure 12)

7.3.4.5 Out of 32 lottery draws, the sale of lottery tickets had been carried out by the experienced
staff in 31 draws alone and commission as well had not been paid therefor. Moreover,

those lottery tickets had been sold in the Katunayake Airport premises.

7.3.4.6 A percentage of 16.5 per cent of the income earned during the 32 draws conducted by the
Board, had to be credited to the Consolidated Fund. (Annexure 13)

7.3.4.7 In the sale of lottery tickets, the original of that lottery ticket should be retained in the
Institute and the customer ticket copy should be given to the buyer. Accordingly, the
general information of the person who sold the tickets should be entered into the relevant

data system.

7.3.4.8 In terms of Financial Regulation 187, (Annexure 14) money collected daily should be
banked without delay and it had not been mentioned in the agreement which was entered

into, that a penalty for such delays should be charged.

7.3.5 Process of the Thirty Second (32) Draw

7.3.5.1 The number of lottery tickets to be sold and the value of the car to be awarded

accordingly, has been planned as follows.

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7.3.5.2 The sales staff had been given written instructions to settle all monies to the Board
received from sale of lottery tickets carried out by the advertising firm and thereafter to
pay the commission receivable by that firm and to collect the remaining money after
deducting 15 per cent commission due for lottery tickets sold by the staff at the instance of

sale itself. (Annexure 15)

7.3.5.3 The private institution selected for sale of lottery tickets without procurement and for its
publicity, should keep a bond of 85 per cent of the value of sale of lottery tickets issued

for sale. (Annexure 15)

7.3.5.4 The sale of lottery tickets could have been carried out with any currency and the relevant
money should be deposited only in American Dollars (US$) in a bank account opened by
the Board.

7.3.5.5 Even though it had been agreed in terms of agreements to hand over a number of 7,500
out of 15,000 printed lottery tickets at the Thirty second (32) draw to the MDC
Company, only 355 lottery tickets out of them had been handed over to the Company.
(Annexure 16) Out of those tickets, only 148 tickets had been sold by July 2016. As such,
that advertising company had been cancelled before the end of the period of agreement
due to failure in presenting the Marketing Plan. However, out of those tickets, the
company had sold 352 tickets. (Annexure 17) Subsequently, a new agreement had been
entered into with the Threeshul BTL Advertising Company to handover 12,000 lottery
tickets. Out of those, only 4,199 lottery tickets had been handed over to the Company for
sale. Only 3,652 lottery tickets out of those had been sold. Moreover, 2,742 tickets had
been issued for sale to 03 new officers of the Board. Nevertheless, only 1,447 tickets out
of those had been sold.

Moreover, 500 tickets had been allocated for sale by internet and 359 tickets out of them
had been sold.
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7.3.5.6 In issuing lottery tickets for sale, the last serial numbers had been issued without issuing

tickets with serial numbers in order. As such, in conducting draws, printed tickets with
serial numbers 9,000, 10,000, 11,000, 12,000, 13,000 and 14,000 had been completely
withdrawn from the draw. A total number of 9,190 lottery tickets comprising of 7,199
tickets remaining in stores indicating those serial numbers, 1,851 lottery tickets unsold,

135 tickets misplaced and 5 tickets crumpled, had been withdrawn from the draw.

7.3.5.7 Lucky balls of two types of lotteries operated at present by the Board had been used for

this lottery draw. Accordingly, lucky balls relating to Vasana Sampatha Lottery in the first
cell and lucky balls relating to Mahajana Sampatha Lottery from numbers 0 to 09 from the

second cell to the fourth box had been used.

7.3.5.8 The telephone number to which information in the newspaper advertisement published for

notifying misplaced lottery tickets should be given, had been published only in Sinhala

and Tamil newspapers without publishing in the English newspaper. (Annexure 18)

7.3.5.9 Space in the Bandaranayake International Airport at Katunayake had been obtained for the

display of the motor car purchased as the prize of this draw and for sale of lottery tickets
as well and rent therefor had been paid. That motor car had remained without being
displayed up to 24 December 2017, the date on which the draw was planned to be
conducted. Moreover, that motor car had been removed from the said place in October

2017 and only the lottery sales stall had been operated in that place.

Legal and Operative Background of Conducting the New Airport Lottery

This lottery had been launched in October 2007 for the construction of Weerawila Airport.
(Annexure 19)

The price of this lottery ticket had been decided as 10 American Dollars (US$) and a
number of 10,000 lottery tickets had been printed. Even though all lottery tickets had not

been sold, it had been decided to discontinue the selling of lottery tickets and to conduct

the draw according to the Decision No0.37/5 of 10 May 2011 of the Board of Directors

(Annexure 20) and drawing of tickets had been conducted on 09 November 2011.

Legal and Operative Background of Conducting the Dollar Fortune Lottery

The price of a ticket of this lottery which was launched in the year 2016 had been decided
as 10 American Dollars (US$). Moreover, a number of 30,000 lottery tickets had been
printed at a cost of Rs.1,290,000 at a rate of Rs.43 per ticket. The purpose of selling and
publicity of this lottery had been assigned to the same Company for which activities of the

Airport Super Draw Lottery had been assigned.

Action should have been taken in terms of agreements (Annexure 21) to hand over 15,000
lottery tickets to the first selected company, whilst 27,000 tickets had to be handed over

to the company selected secondly for the sale of them.(Annexure 22)

Observations

Audit Observations relating to the Thirty Second (32) Draw of the Colombo Airport
Super Draw Lottery

Even though the Secretary to the Ministry of Finance had informed that there was no

objection to discontinue this lottery as mentioned in paragraph 7.3.4.2, action had been
taken by the Board to commence the thirty second (32) draw of the Airport Super Draw

Lottery again in June 2016 without considering the said matters.

The rules relating to conduct of this lottery draw had not been formulated and published in
the Gazette.

The price of a lottery ticket had been reduced up to 30 American Dollars (US$) and the

number of printed lottery tickets had increased up to 15,000 without obtaining the

approval of the Ministry of Finance.

Lottery tickets had been sold without giving a commission during past 31 draws.
However, only in this draw, lottery tickets had been sold by paying a commission of 15
per cent representing Rs.3,426,248 to three new officers and to an advertising firm on the

approval of the Board of Directors.(Annexure 23)

A proper procurement procedure had not been followed for the publicity and selling of

lottery tickets.

Even though a security bond valued at Rs.29,643,750 should be obtained from the
relevant company as mentioned in paragraph 7.3.5.3, instead of that, only a deposit of
Rs.700,000 had been obtained from that company and as a result, security deposits had
been obtained less by Rs.28,943,750.

Even though the value of security bond which should be obtained from the agreed
company selected secondly had been Rs.16,596,547, only a sum of Rs.1,500,000 had been
deposited by the company and as a result, security deposits had been obtained less by
Rs.15,096,547.

In terms of the report of meeting of the Management, dated 28 April 2016, 50 per cent out
of the total printed lottery tickets, should be given to the agency. However, agreements
had been entered into for handing over 4,500 lottery tickets to the Threeshul BTL

Company, exceeding the said quantity.

Drawing of the lottery had been cancelled in the afternoon of 24 December 2017, the
scheduled date of draw, due to matters such as incompletion of the inquiry on police
complaint lodged in respect of 157 misplaced lottery tickets valued at Rs.730,050, failure
to return the sold and unsold lottery tickets to the Board by the advertising firm and failure
to record the relevant information and present them to auditors. As such, the trust of local

and international customers who had bought lottery tickets towards the Board, was lost.

In publishing notices in newspapers on misplaced lottery tickets, the Board had not
supervised and paid its attention to the facts included in the notice. As such, the expected
result could not be achieved from that notice. Moreover, this erroneous notification had
damaged the reputation of the Board and the expenditure amounting to Rs.76,245

incurred therefor had become uneconomic.

Draw of lottery tickets had been conducted after selling all printed lottery tickets in
previous 31 draws. However, in this draw, it had been conducted after selling only 5,810
lottery tickets representing 38.73 per cent of the printed lottery tickets without the
approval of the Ministry.

Out of 15,000 lottery tickets, 9,190 tickets had been withdrawn from the draw. As such, in
the process of drawing of tickets, there was a possibility of conducting draws repeatedly
until the winning number of a sold ticket is received. Therefore, it was observed that

attention had not been paid on the loss of trust of the people towards the Board.

Despite not having recovered a sum of Rs.9,951,000 recoverable to the Board for 2,140
sold lottery tickets, monies which should be owned by the Board had remained in the
custody of external parties due to conducting draws on 21 January 2018. It was observed
in audit that the said position was beneficial to external parties. However, a sum of
Rs.4,666,724 had been recoverable even by September 2018.

A sum of Rs.26,691,000 collected by the Sales Division had not been banked on due date.
As such, the interest income amounting to Rs.184,100 due to be received directly by the

Board had been deprived of. (Annexure 24)
When the money received from sale of lottery tickets had not been settled properly,

conditions on penalty for delays to be recovered therefor had not been included in the

agreement. As such, the Board was unable to recover the penalty for delays.

The relevant security bonds had not been properly obtained from sales agencies and as
such, even the opportunity for recovery of unsettled money received from sale of lottery

tickets had been deprived of to the Board.

Action had not been taken in terms of Financial Regulations 103 and 104 on 135
misplaced lottery tickets valued at Rs.627,750 comprising 66 lottery tickets taken over by
the private institution for sale and 69 lottery tickets taken over by the staff of the Publicity
Division of the Board. Moreover, it was observed that failure in taking action to recover

this money from relevant parties is enabling the way for misuse of those monies.

The value of the motor vehicle to be awarded for the wining draw had been Rs.12,697,755
and it represented 47 per cent of the income from lottery tickets. However, the value of the
motor vehicle awarded had been Rs.18,000,000 and it was 67 per cent of the income.

Accordingly, the amount spent exceeding the reward funds had been Rs.5,302,245.

The sum of Rs.4,342,600 to be credited to the Consolidated Fund relating to this draw had

not been so credited.

The sheduled drawing of lottery tickets had not been conducted on 24 December 2017, the
due date of conducting draws. As such, it was observed that an extra rental amounting to
Rs.662,636 had to be paid for the stall obtained for the sale of lottery tickets at the

Bandaranayake Airport.

The remaining number of the printed lottery tickets stood at 7,204 and it was observed that
the printing cost thereof amounting to Rs.396,220 had become an uneconomic

expenditure.

No updated information on actual sales, remaining stocks and income received was
available with the Sales Division and Finance Division due to matters such as obtaining
lottery tickets directly from stores and issue of them to sales agents and to the staff by new

officers of the Publicity Division, collection of monies from sale of lottery tickets by new

officers, deposition of the money so collected in a bank account by themselves and non-

maintenance of information of persons who had bought lottery tickets.

The Board had not given instructions on the methodology to be adopted relating to the
account in which monies received from sale of lottery tickets should be deposited. As
such, it was observed that an informal permission had been given to officers of the Sales
Division to deal with private money exchange agents to convert the monies collected in
Sri Lankan Rupees to American Dollars (US$) .

The original copies of 05 lottery tickets had not been made available to Audit and
according to information of the data system including incomplete data, drawing of those
lottery tickets had been approved. Moreover, it was observed in audit that a methodology
for entering information on buyers mentioned in originals of lottery tickets sold, into the

computer system and for updating the relevant data system, had not been introduced.
Action had not been taken in terms of Financial Regulation 702(3) to present copies of
agreements entered into with relevant advertising firms to the Auditor General on due

dates.

General Observations on the Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery

The income earned from 31 draws of lotteries conducted within the past period amounted
to Rs.429,744,195 and in terms of Circulars, a sum of Rs.70,907,792 should be remitted to
the Consolidated Fund. Nevertheless, the remitted value had been Rs.16,177,043 and as
such, it had been under remitted by Rs.54,730,749. (Annexure 13)

Even the two institutions such as the National Lotteries Board and the Airport Aviation
had failed to implement the marketing plan which was planned to be implemented by the
Ministry of Finance. As such, a net loss amounting to Rs.44,629,365 had been sustained

by the Board within 31 draws of lotteries conducted.(Annexure 12)

Audit Observations on the New Airport Lottery

Even though this lottery had been launched in October 2007 for the construction of
Weerawila Airport, the concurrence and the approval of the Minister In Charge of the

Subject and the Minister of Finance and Planning had not been obtained therefor.

The main processes which should be followed in conducting drawings of lotteries as
mentioned in 7.2, had not been followed in the process of drawing of this lottery.

Even though drawing of lotteries should be conducted after selling of all printed lottery
tickets, drawing of lotteries had been conducted only after selling of 4,586 out of 10,000
lottery tickets.

Action had not been taken to credit a sum of Rs.840,299 out of the income from lottery
tickets amounting to Rs.5,092,722 to the Consolidated Fund.

Even though the value of the motor vehicle to be awarded for the winning draw had been
Rs.2,393,579, the value of the motor vehicle awarded had been Rs.3,750,000 and as such,
the sum spent exceeding the due reward fund had been Rs.1,356,421. Further, it was
observed that it is an increase of the approved percentage of 47 per cent up to 73.36 per

cent.

No evaluation whatsoever had been made on the requirement of conducting such a lottery
and the non-achievement of objectives thereof.

Audit Observations on the Conduct of Dollar Fortune Lottery Draw

Obijectives of launching of this lottery and the date of drawing had not been identified

specifically.

The approval of the Minister of Finance and Planning had not been obtained on the

concurrence of the Minister in Charge of the Subject.

The main processes which should be followed in conducting drawings of lotteries as

mentioned in 7.2, had not been followed in the process of drawing of this lottery.

An advertising firm had been selected for publicity and sale of lottery tickets on a simple

internal evaluation without following proper procurement processes.

However, the said purpose had been assigned to another firm by reporting that the
performance of the first selected firm was inadequate for this lottery. The said Firm had
subsequently utilized the security deposit of Rs.1.5 million kept for two lotteries such as
the Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery and the Dollar Fortune Lottery, for the
settlement of monies of the Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery. Accordingly, it was not
observed that a security deposit had been further obtained from this Firm for the Dollar
Fortune Lottery.

Necessary procedures had not been introduced to bank the income from sale of lottery
tickets without delay and methodologies as well for computation of penalty for delays had
not been introduced for those delays.

Updated information on actual sales, remaining stocks and income received, available
with the Sales Division and Finance Division could not be made available due to matters
such as obtaining lottery tickets from stores and issue of them to sales agents, recovery of
money therefor, take them into bank accounts and non-maintenance of information of

persons who had bought lottery tickets by the new officers of the Publicity Division.

The following matters were observed during the physical audit test checks carried out on
08 February 2018.

8.4.8.1 Action had not been taken to computerize the information on original copies
received for 1,854 sold lotteries and to maintain them in an updated manner and to
provide 13,200 lottery tickets remained in the stores to sales agent for the purpose
of selling them.

8.4.8.2 The number of lottery tickets returned to the Board by the sales agent stood at
10,350 and those lottery tickets were kept in the stores without looking into
reasons for returning those lottery tickets.

8.4.8.3 The Board had not enquired into and updated weekly and monthly on the actual

sale and remaining stock of lottery tickets issued to the sales agent and to the staff.

Out of the sum of Rs.3,392,950 (US$21,890) relating to 2,189 lottery tickets sold
including lottery tickets sold by credit notes and through the website as at 08 February
2018, only a sum of Rs.2,874,165 (US$ 18,543) had been received to the bank account of
the Board and a sum of Rs.518,785 was further receivable to the Board.

The Amount deprived of to the Government through conducting Lotteries

Moreover, it was observed that the contribution received through conducting Colombo
Airport Super Draw and the New Airport Lottery and uneconomic expenditure amounting
to Rs.68,519,265 had been deprived of to the Government. (Annexure 25)

Recommendations

It is recommended that the rules for conducting that lottery should be published in the

Gazette and drawing of lottery should be held in a transparent and efficient manner so as
to retain the faith in customers.

Conclusions

It is concluded that the relevant authorities should be responsible for depriving the
Government of the contribution amounting to Rs.59,913,648 and incurring an uneconomic
expenditure of Rs.8,605,617 through conducting Colombo Airport Super Draw and New
Airport Lottery Draw.

It is concluded that the legal protection had been deprived of to the public and to the

Board due to failure in publishing rules of conducting these lotteries.

It is concluded that the internal control methodology used for the instances of printing and
selling of lottery tickets, maintenance of information and collection of monies, is

inadequate.

It is concluded that misuse of money had been allowed due to weakness in getting down
money, collected from sale of lottery tickets to the Board without delay, by the agents who

were appointed for the sale of lottery tickets.

It is concluded that the Board was unable to achieve objectives expected through conduct

of these lottery tickets.

SEEKING AD'_V'ICE WITH REGARD TO THE COLOMBO AIRPORT SUPER DRAW
LOTTERY — NATIONAL LOTTEIRES BOARD. : :

The Colombo Airport Super Draw lottery is conducted by the National Lotteries Board on a special
directive issued by the Cabinet and by a Gazette notification in the year 1989. The net proceeds of the
lottery are channeled through the Consolidated Fund for the development of the Colombo International
Airport under Airport and Aviation Services (SL) Ltd. Already we have conducted 30 draws.

The NLB had observed a'decline in the sales of the CASD lo'ttéry during the last few years and looked
for support and co-operation from the AASL to increase the ticket sales. Also, we wrote to the
Ministry of Finance and Planning regarding the sales and the situation. As a result, a meeting was held
on the 24" January, 2012, at the Ministry of Finance and Planning with the part1c1pat10n of the NLB,
AASL and Ministry representatives under the Chairmanship of Mr.”S. R. Attygalle, Deputy Secretary
to the Treasury, to discuss matters related to the CASD lottery (A copy of the minute is attached
herewith). At that meeting, it was decided and agreed that both parties implement the proposed
Marketing Plan to increase sales and also to make it a profitable venture. So far, it had not been

© possible te implement the proposed marketing plan.

At the Consultative Committee Meeting held on the 19 August, 2014 chaired by thé_ Hon. Dr. Sa;ath

Amunugama, Deputy Finance Minister, matters connected-to the CASD lottery were discussed and the

National Lotteries Board was advised by the Minister to conduct the 31 CASD lottery before the 31
December, 2014. Therefore, the NLB is of the opinion that it may not be possible to conduct this
lottery without the support of the AASL because the CASD lottery sale is dependent mainly on the air
travelers. NLB is facing diffi culties in conductmg this lottery, and also in fulfilling the obligation in

this regard.
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We have experienced continuous failures in the implementation of the Marketing Plan, in the absence
of required support and co-operation. The NLB had also once proposed to the Ministry to discontinue:
the Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery, by letter dated 28" May 2012 to the General Treasury. Even
after the adv1ce from the Ministry, we have failed to implement the proposed Marketing Plan. -

In 2014, NLB took a new initiative and introduced a super luxury “Porsche Cayenne S Hybrid” to be
given as the prize of the 31% CASD with a grand product launch and an attractive advertising plan. It is
noticeable that the services and the facilities provided by the AASL have been declining day by, day

Presently, ten members of the NLB staff are assigned 24 hrs on a roster basis, operating in 02 counters
at the BIA. AASL has requested NLB to relocate the counter from Departure Public Concourse, BIA

to the AASL Building next to BIA Police Station initially by a letter dated 31° July, 2014 followed by
letters dated 12.08.2014 and 28.08.2014.

As per our inspection the particular location is away from the Airport building. The daily operation is
carried out from this counter and the tickets stocks are kept inside. Since our staff is mostly females
who work 24 hours in BIA, in both sales and office counters, they find it difficult to conduct
operations in the given location. Therefore, we suggested 3 locations within the BIA premises and in
their reply dated 18.09.2014 AASL has mentioned that they are unable to provide a location within the
Passenger Terminal bulldmg Further mentioning, if the suggested location by the AASL outside the
Terminal building does not meet the requirement of the NLB, they expect NLB to find a location in

-close proximity to the Airport.

Cohsidering the above facts, since we are not getting the required support arid corporation from the
AASL, NLB is compelled to discontinue with the Colombo Airport Super Draw lottery with the

conduct of the 31* Colombo Airport Super Draw Lottery.

A list of relevant correspondence in this regard, from 2010 to 2.014, and the proposed marketing plan

are attached herewith.

It was suggested by Dr. P B Jayasundara, Secretary to Ministry of Finance and
Planning to commence a lottery for the purpose of funding the proposed Weerawila

Airport.

Presently National Lotteries Board is selling Airport Super Draw tickets to the value
of US$ 25 (to be increased to US$30 from next draw) and awarding a BMW Car as a
prize, This ticket is bought by middle class and upper middle class people. The
lower middle class people who are working in Middle East countries are not
attracted to this lottery. Therefore to attract the Sri Lankan people who are working
in Middle East countries traveling to Sri Lanka, it was proposed to introduce a new
Airport Draw ticket to the value of US$ 5 or US$ 10.

Two scenarios based on US$ 5 and US$ 10 are attached for your reference please.
There are 4 levels of 6000, 10,000, 15;000 and 20,000 to be sold per draw. The E

proposed prize allocation will be 47% on sales.

e

As per the first scenario prize allocation amounts to Rs. 1.5 million for 6000 tickets,
Rs. 2.5 million for 10,000 tickets, Rs. 3.8 million for 15,000 tickets, Rs. 5.1 million for
20,000 tickets. After deducting the commission, other overheads and taxation the net
profit will be Rs. 386,751.65 for 6000 tickets, Rs. 740,857.27 for 10,000 tickets, Rs.
1,156,676.80 for 15,000 tickets and Rs. 1,518,871.33 for 20,000 tickets.

As per the second scenario prize allocation amounts to Rs. 3.1 million for 6000 tickets,
Rs. 5.1 million for 10,000 tickets Rs. 7.7 million for 15,000 tickets and Rs. 10.3 million
for 20,000 tickets. After deducting the commission, other overheads and taxation the
net profit will be Rs. 886,361.15 for 6000 tickets, Rs. 1,616,834.41 for 10,000 tickets, Rs.

2,525,222 87 for 15,000 tickets, and Rs. 3,367,048.82 for 20,000 tickets.

In both scenarios commission to NLB staff will be US$ 0.25 and US$ 0.50 to outsiders.

As per our proposal 80% of the tickets will be sold by NLB staff and 20% will be sold h, :
by outsiders. The above 2 scenarios were discussed in the management meeting
which was held on 26% April 2007 and it was suggested to introduce 10,000 tickets
per draw and the selling price to be fixed at US$ 10. Therefore the income
generation will be US$ 100,000 which will be approximately Rs. 11,000,000.00. The
prize allocation 47% amounts to Rs. 5.1 million. The expected profit after tax will be
Rs. 1.8 million per draw. The profit will be transferred to Consolidated Fund for the {

funding requirements of the proposed Weerawila airport.

Therefore it is being suggested to introduce the new Airport Lottery Draw ticket to
the value of US$ 10 or equalent to any other foreign currency per ticket and the
number of tickets to be fixed at 10,000. We may offer a duty free car as the 1+ prize
and few other consolation prizes as may be determined by the management from

time to time within the prize allocation.
